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Philippa's Grave is 11/2 miles from Montpelier Plantation Inn.
You may drive as far as Beaumont by the "Saddle Hill Fort" sign
and then walk up the rough track.

Saddle Hill has 3 peaks, only two visible from Montpelier, the
one with the mast and Kitty Hill (the pommel). Nelson's
Lookout the highest at 1250' only comes into view as you
follow the track around.
